Come hear about their best stories and worst 
experiences as they strive to understand their subjects, translate what they learn without dumbing it down, 
get the copy in on time (“Just Write the Friggin’ Thing Already” is the title of a chapter in their new Science 
Writers’ Handbook), negotiate with tightwad editors, pay the bills, raise kids (“Avoid Domestic Disasters” is 
another chapter), and have a lot of fun.
